GENERAL CAMP INFORMATION
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INSTRUCTION AND SUPERVISION
Professional instruction will be provided at all times. We will teach
football skills in a fundamentally sound way and strive to improve each
athlete’s individual skills. We stress overall conditioning and proper
strength training techniques and will offer kicking game sessions during
the elite camp.

Athletic training facilities are available during the camp and a certified
athletic trainer will be on site at all times during the sessions.

All campers must be entering grades 9 through 12 (beginning Fall 2009)
and will be housed in the University’s daily check-in program. This pro-
gram has four daily camper check-in times throughout the scheduled
camp itinerary.
